The course covers splices and terminations including resin filled , heat shrink and cold shrink.  This is 
a hands-on class, learn by doing.

This class has been 
approved by the Electrical Licensing and Inspection Unit for 16 continuing education credits.   The 
instructor is Cari Williamette.

The Code of Excellence program is designed to provide increased value to electrical construction 
and maintenance users by enhancing the performance of signatory employers and the efficiency 
and craftsmanship of IBEW workers.  This is a one night 4 hour class.  SEE CLASS SCHEDULE FOR

• CONDUIT BENDING:CONDUIT BENDING:CONDUIT BENDING:CONDUIT BENDING:    
This interactive course is designed to provide the student with practical hands-on experience and 
applicable trade information required to become proficient at bending conduit for residential, com-
mercial and/or industrial electrical installations.  Students will use basic mathematics and layout fun-
damentals for proper bending of 1/2” through 2” EMT, Rigid and IMC Conduit.  After completing this 
course, students should be able to describe and make accurate stub up bends, offset bends, three-
bend and four-bend saddles.  They should also be able to describe basic procedures for measuring 
conduit for specific types of bends and for cutting and threading conduit.  The instructor is Lance 
Velander.  This is a 9 night class/3 hours each night.   This class has been approved by the Electrical 
Licensing and Inspection Unit for 4 technical hours.   SEE CLASS SCHEDULE FOR MORE DETAILS.

The 
class covers various topics such as fall protection, electrical safety and hazardous communication as 
well as other areas most electricians will encounter on the job.  This is a 3 night-10 hour class.   In-
structors are Steve Galatowitsch, Keith Setley and Steve Steingruebl.

In addition, the student will 
have extensive hands-on training programming relay ladder logic, timers, counters, discrete I/O, 
analog I/O and Ethernet communication between lab PLC’s.  The class has 8 workstations and is lim-
ited to 16 students.  The student must have previous computer (windows) experience to take this 
class.  This class has  been approved by the Electrical Licensing and Inspection Unit for 4 technical 
hours toward your continuing education credits.

“renewable energy” equipment in accordance with the National Electrical Code.  Instructors are 
Keith Setley and Ed Nelson.  This class has been approved for 12 code hours and 4 tech hours by the 
Electrical Licensing and Inspection Unit.

This course focuses on introducing journeymen students to the National Electrical Code in the instal-
lation and protection of various types of electrical transformers including single phase, three phase, 
autotransformer (buck-boost), control and instrument (current and voltage) transformers utilizing 
the NEC and accepted field installation practices.  Service conductor installation procedures covered 
in NEC Article 230 will be taught as well as Switchboard and Panel board requirements in Article 
408.  This class has been approved for 12 code hours and 4 technical hours by the Electrical Licens-
ing and Inspection Unit.
